“I pray that the sincere search for peace will extinguish strife, love will overcome hatred and
vengeance will be disarmed by forgiveness,” he said. Pope Francis also asked people to join
him in praying for Ukraine, Myanmar and Sudan. “May these war-torn populations soon find
the peace for which they yearn,” he said. With the situation in the Middle East remaining tense
after the assassination in Iran of a leader of Hamas, at the end of his general audience Pope
Francis again expressed his deep concern and called for a cease-fire, starting in Gaza.
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
