Eternal Perspective: The mission aims to lead souls to eternal life with
God.

In the Gospel of Luke 10:25-37, Jesus shares the Parable of the Good Samaritan, a profound
lesson that illuminates the heart of Christian mission: to love God and neighbour, thereby

guiding souls toward eternal life. The parable responds to a lawyer’s question, “What must
I do to inherit eternal life?” Jesus affirms the lawyer’s recitation of the greatest
commandments - to love God with all one’s heart, soul, strength, and mind, and to love

one’s neighbour as oneself (Luke 10:27). Through the parable, Jesus expands this teaching,
revealing that true love for neighbor transcends boundaries and calls for selfless
compassion, a mission rooted in an eternal perspective.




The story of the Good Samaritan illustrates this mission in action. A man, beaten and left
for dead, is ignored by a priest and a Levite, yet a Samaritan - an outsider despised by the
Jews - stops to help. He binds the man’s wounds, provides for his care, and ensures his
recovery (Luke 10:33-35). This act of mercy reflects the eternal perspective of the Gospel:
every soul is precious to God, and acts of love and compassion are steps toward fulfilling
God’s call to lead others to Him. The Samaritan’s actions embody the mission to see others
not merely as strangers but as neighbors, worthy of care and dignity, created for eternal
communion with God.

An eternal perspective shapes the Christian mission by anchoring it in the hope of eternal
life. Jesus ’instruction to “go and do likewise” (Luke 10:37) is a call to action for all
believers to live out this love in practical ways. Missionaries, inspired by this parable, aim
to lead souls to God not only through preaching but through tangible acts of kindness,
justice, and mercy. Whether offering aid to the marginalized, comforting the suffering, or
sharing the Gospel, the mission reflects God’s desire for all to inherit eternal life through
faith and love.

Be kind and compassionate to
one another, forgiving each

other, just as in Christ God
forgave you.” Ephesians 4:32.

The parable also challenges believers to overcome prejudice and self-interest, as the
Samaritan did, to embrace a universal love that mirrors God’s own. By doing so,
missionaries participate in God’s redemptive plan, pointing others toward the eternal life
promised through Christ. The mission is not merely temporal but eternal, seeking to draw
souls into a relationship with God that transcends this world. As Jesus teaches in Luke, the
path to eternal life is walked through love - love that sacrifices, serves, and sees every

person as a reflection of God’s image, destined for His kingdom.

In conclusion, the mission to lead souls to eternal life with God, as illuminated by Luke
10:25-37, calls Christians to embody the love of the Good Samaritan. By loving God and
neighbour with selfless compassion, missionaries fulfill the greatest commandments and
guide others toward the eternal hope found in Christ. This eternal perspective transforms
every act of mercy into a step toward God’s kingdom, where all are invited to dwell in His
love forever.



FOLLOW UP MEDITATION:

The priest and the Levite, who passed by the wounded man, were not necessarily
bad people. They were simply too preoccupied with their own interests to stop to
help a man in need. How often do we find ourselves “too busy” to make that phone
call to a lonely person or to visit someone in the hospital? How often do we avoid
“getting involved” because someone’s difficulty is “not my problem”? The
Samaritan also had important plans. He had to be somewhere by nightfall. However,
he was able to put his own interests aside and help someone in need.

ACTIVITY THIS WEEK: This week let us actually look for opportunities to set
aside our own interests and reach out to person who could use our help.
