MISSIONARY VOCATION OF OUR CHURCH

Scriptural Foundation: The Bible inspires and guides the Church’s
missionary efforts.

The Catholic Church’s missionary teaching is deeply rooted in Scripture, which
inspires and guides its efforts to spread the Gospel, a mission vibrantly lived out at the
parish level. The Gospel of Mark 10:32-45, where Jesus teaches His disciples about
servant leadership, provides a scriptural foundation for this call. Parishes draw on this



passage to form communities that embody Christ’s self-giving love, inspiring
missionary efforts through education, worship, and service.

In Mark 10:32-45, Jesus, on the way to Jerusalem, predicts His suffering and death,
then corrects James and John’s ambition for glory, saying, “Whoever wishes to be
great among you will be your servant” (Mark 10:43). He presents Himself as the
model: “The Son of Man did not come to be served but to serve and to give his life as
a ransom for many” (Mark 10:45). This teaching anchors the Church’s mission to
proclaim the Gospel through humble service, a principle parishes apply locally. The
Catechism affirms that Scripture is the “soul” of the Church’s mission (CCC 131),
guiding its efforts to form disciples who live for others.




At the parish level, Holy Scripture inspires missionary zeal through catechesis.
Homilies and Bible study groups unpack Mark 10, encouraging parishioners to
embrace servant leadership in their families, workplaces, and communities. For
example, a parish might host a study series on Jesus ’call to serve, applying it to local
needs like volunteering at a shelter. Religious education programs for youth use this
Gospel to teach humility and compassion, forming missionary disciples who reflect
Christ’s love.

Worship also roots the mission in Scripture. The Liturgy of the Word, featuring
passages like Mark 10, inspires parishioners to live sacrificially. The Eucharist,
celebrated weekly, unites the community with Christ’s self-offering, empowering
them to serve others. Parishes might integrate this Gospel into liturgical events, such
as a mission-focused Divine Liturgy, to motivate outreach.

Service ministries embody Holy Scripture’s guidance. Inspired by Jesus ’example in
Mark 10:45, parishes organize food drives, visit the sick, or advocate for justice,
reflecting the call to serve “the least” (Matthew 25:40). These acts evangelize by
showing Christ’s love in action. By grounding formation, worship, and service in
Scripture, parishes fulfill the Church’s mission, inspired by Mark 10:32-45 to live as
servants who proclaim the Gospel through selfless love.

FOLLOW UP MEDITATION: If we want to meet Jesus and hear what he has to say to us,
we need only to turn to the Holy Gospels. There Jesus can come alive for us. We can follow
him from His Birth to His Baptism, then from the beginning of His ministry to His Death
and Resurrection. We can listen to his stories and learn from his teachings. Day by day, little
by little, we can transform our lives in conformity with Jesus’s WAY.

ACTIVITY THIS WEEK: This week, if we are not already doing so, let us begin to
set aside a little time daily for the reading of Scripture. We can begin with one of the
Gospels, i.e. Matthew, Mark, Luke of John and read a chapter each day.
